Stewardship  Reflection  

St. Faustina Parish is a community of Roman Catholics Inspired by the Holy Spirit called to reflect God’s Divine Mercy,  

to foster spiritual growth, and attend to the temporal and spiritual needs of all God’s people. 

St. John captures the essence of what kind of love is expected 
from us toward our neighbor and those in need as he opens our 
Second Reading with ñLet us love not in word or speech but in 
deed and truth.ò Jesus made that point several times in His own 
teachings. It follows the old adage that ñActions speak louder 
than words.ò 
 
We have pointed out numerous times that being a good stew-
ard requires action. It may be easy for us come to an under-
standing of what it means to love one another; and additionally, 
we may speak of doing it; but the true measure is what we do, 
how we live our lives. 
 
The best examples of stewardship of that we may be aware in 
our parishes and community involve what we see and experi-
ence in others. That is the most effective way to be taught and 
it is the best way to teach others. Do it and live it. 
 
That is Johnôs point is it not? He continues his instructions in 
the Second Reading by saying, ñWe should believe in the name 
of his Son Jesus Christ, and love one another as He command-
ed us.ò The Norwegian playwright and poet Henrik Ibsen, who 
had a great appreciation for the written word, once stated, ñA 
thousand words will not leave so deep an impression as one 
deed.ò 
 
The point of Jesusô Parable of the Two Sons (Mt 21) in which 
one son says he will do his fatherôs will but does not while the 
other says he will not obey, but repents and does what his fa-
ther asked, is quite clear that deeds mean more than intentions. 

 As we all come to realize at some point, we cannot ñdo it allò 
by ourselves. So often, single parents raising children have 
the strong feeling that they are alone and have no one to help 
them. Some of us who are control freaks try our best to ñdo it 
our way,ò because it is too much trouble to try to explain to 
someone else how to do it (LOL). Needless to say, the reality 
of life and its situations usually knock us on our backsides, 
and present that cold and hard factéwe do need OTHERS. 
     We will not be useful, productive, or successful unless we 
go about our tasks and accomplish our mission in the power 
of Jesus Christ. But really, that is a good thing! Having Jesus 
Christ, Spirit-filled and risen from the dead on OUR SIDE, 
and empowered by the gifts of Godôs Holy Spirit, is what 
TRULY GIVES VALUE TO WHATEVER WE DO. 
     We are the branches of the main vine, as Jesus tells us in 
todayôs Gospel account: I am the vine, you are the branches. 
Whoever remains in me and I in him will bear much fruit, be-
cause without me you can do nothing. If you live in me, and I 
in you, He tells us, you will live a life of meaning, purpose, 
direction and infinite value. 
     We, as Catholic Christians, are called to apply the powers 
we have, powers that come from God, to heal, redeem and 
thereby sanctifyénot only our own individual lives, but the 
world around us. In our commonly shared life of faith in Jesus 
Christ, we truly have the ability to make change happen in 
the world. (Homilies, Diocese of Lansing, MI) 
     We have Godôs commitment: His covenant to be with us 
no matter what. And to help us be a part of accomplishing His 
work, we have Godôs presence among us, even with us, 
when we receive the body and blood of Jesus. We live in 
Him, and He in us. We must be rooted and connected to Je-
sus to function effectively. It takes much courage to face our 
hardships and challenges in life. Godôs grace and a fearless 
self-honesty can work miracles.  
     As this parable of Jesus teaches, sometimes it is neces-
sary to prune away the baggage in our lives that constantly 
wears us down and robs us of the energy to live our lives as 
fully as possible. The dead branches of negative habits, ad-
dictions, and compulsions need to be faced head on and to 
be dealt with self-compassion. We constantly need to forgive 
ourselves, acknowledge our mistakes or compulsions, fear-
lessly address them, and move on. Otherwise, we run the 
risk of stagnating and making ourselves miserable.  
     Deep faith in the acting power of the Holy Spirit in your life 
and the love of others can initiate all the good changes you 
need. It is not easy! Nothing worthwhile and lasting ever is. 
(David Kobak, O.F.M. Sunday Homily Helps, Franciscan Me-
dia).
