Stewardship  Reflection  

St. Faustina Parish is a community of Roman Catholics Inspired by the Holy Spirit called to reflect Godôs Divine Mercy,  

to foster spiritual growth, and attend to the temporal and spiritual needs of all Godôs people. 

Our Gospel passage and the Second Reading from the letter 
of St. James urge us to examine our lives for anything that is 
keeping us from loving God above all else. 
 
Jesus says, ñIf your hand causes you to sin, cut it offé If 
your foot causes you to sin, cut it off. And if your eye causes 
you to sin, pluck it out.ò 
 
St. James warns, ñCome now, you rich, weep and wail over 
your impending miseries. Your wealth has rotted away, your 
clothes have become moth-eaten, your gold and silver have 
corroded, and that corrosion will be a testimony against 
you.ò 
 
The urgency of our need to detach from all that is not God is 
clear. When we hold onto possessions too tightly, they come 
to possess us. The ñstuffò can easily become the focus of 
our energy and attention. Attachment to material things 
slowly and steadily corrupts. 
 
The spiritual discipline of tithing ð or stewardship of treas-
ure ð can help us with this. Tithing leads us to let go of un-
healthy attachment to material things and leads us to attach 
instead to God, relying on Him as our true source of security 
and happiness. We come to understand that all that we have 
is a gift from our loving Father and we use it to bless others 
and glorify Him. 
 
Amazingly, we actually enjoy material gifts, and all other 
gifts, moreas a result because we realize where they really 
came from and are using them as God intended. What won-
derful freedom there is in living this way!

There is no one who performs a mighty deed in my 
name who can at the same time speak ill of me. (Mk 
9:40) 
 
How often do we find ourselves close ranks on differ-
ent occasions when being criticized as individuals, a 
group or as an institution? Quite normal to do but this 
often leads to an assessment, a self-evaluation or self-
criticism to better our lot, mainly. In today's first read-
ing two men were prophesying on God's behalf - out-
side the inner circle of Moses' men. They were led to 
understand that God's spirit knows no bounds when 
calling forth prophets. In the gospel reading we have 
John (of all the apostles!) trying to prevent someone 
from driving out demons because he isn't one with the 
group. With the call for inclusiveness and transparency 
in the work of the church or ministry we are engaged 
to serve, there is a need to remind ourselves over time 
and again that we can become a hindrance rather an 
encourager to others who may have the talent(s) to 
share with the parish family. The remedy is to broaden 
our horizons or 'widen our tents' so to speak, and let 
the Holy Spirit take over.   
 
Please take note of the coming month of October as a 
pro-life month. It is also a month for Mother Mary so 
we invite you all to attend whenever rosaries are said 
after daily mass and on the first Friday of the month. 
Our office hours may have to change - from 9 am to 3 
pm instead of 10 am to 4pm.  Volunteer receptionists 
are welcome to assist from 3-5 pm. The ministries' 
workshops are on-going for EM's, Pastoral ministries 
and Lectors on Sundays from 1:45 pm-4 pm.
