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St. Bede the Venerable

St. Bede the Venerable was an Anglo-Saxon theologian, chronologist, and historian.
His most famous work as the Historia Ecclesiastica Gentis Anglorum -“Ecclesiastical
History of the English People,” which was an important source regarding the path of
the conversion of the Anglo-Saxon tribes to Christianity. The use of the “AD” in dates,
known as Anno Domini, became popular from the works of St. Bede.

Bede was born in the year 673 near the English town of Jarrow in the Kingdom of

Northumbria, which is present day northern England and eastern Scotland. When he was still a young child, his
parents sent him to a monastery founded by a Benedictine abbot. Years later the abbot was canonized as St.
Benedict Biscop.

The monastery had an extensive library, which prompted Bede to become an avid reader and creative
writer. After a while, he returned to Jarrow to study with an abbot named Ceolfrid, a friend of Benedict Biscop,
and also with other monks. Here Bede learned about scripture, theology, sacred music, poetry and Greek.

The teachers saw that Bede demonstrated a strong devotion to prayer and study. Even though he was only
nineteen, Ceolfrid decided that Bede should be ordained a deacon, which was performed by another
Benedictine monk and future saint, Bishop John of Beverley. Bede studied for eleven more years, entering the
priesthood at the age of thirty. This was the beginning of the eighth century. Then he celebrated daily Mass for
the members of the Benedictine community, while he also worked at the farm, baking and doing other chores at
the monastery.

Bede’s priorities were prayer, fasting and charitable giving. He felt that all other works were of no value if there
was no love of God and neighbor. Still he had amazing intellectual gifts, which he used to learn a wide range of
subjects. All of this added to his Christian values.

He was happy as a monk and declined a request to become the Abbot. He was more interested in writing and
produced around forty five books primarily about theology, the Bible, science, literature and history. While he
was writing, Bede also taught hundreds of students at the monastery and the adjoining school, which became
well-known throughout Britain.

He was recognized for his spiritual and intellectual gifts. His writings on scripture were considered extremely
authoritative, triggering a Church council to order them to be publicly read in English churches.

Many illustrious members of English society made pilgrimages to his monastery to seek his guidance. Pope
Sergius personally invited Bede to Rome for an audience.

Bede was humble and not affected by these honors, so he chose not to visit Rome or travel a large distance from
his Monastery of Saints Peter and Paul in Jarrow. He was this way for his entire adult life. The world came to
see him. He warmly welcomed all visitors, according to the Benedictine tradition of hospitality.

He wrote books that were copied for centuries and still are read today. Bede is one of the last Western Christian
writers to be part of the Church Fathers. He completed his Historia Ecclesiastica in 732. This was divided into
five books, recording events in Britain from the time of Julius Caesar to the arrival of St. Augustine of
Canterbury in Kent in 597.

He knew that love, more than learning, was his purpose in life, saying, “It is better to be a stupid and
uneducated brother who, working at the good things he knows, merits life in heaven, than to be one who —
though being distinguished for his learning in the Scriptures, or even holding the place of a teacher — lacks the
bread of love.”

Bede died on the vigil of the feast day of the Ascension in 735, shortly after completing an Anglo-Saxon
translation of the Gospel of John. He was canonized in 1899 and declared a Doctor of the Church by Pope Leo
XIII that same year.

St. Bede’s feast day is May 25. The English priest, monk, and scholar is also known as “the Venerable
Bede.” This is for his personal holiness and intellectual brilliance.
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
