ONE HUNDRED EIGHT BLESSED POLISH MARTYRS

By Marylu Mariniello

The One Hundred Eight Blessed Polish Martyrs were Roman Catholics from Poland killed during World War
Il by the Nazis. The group comprised of three bishops, seventy nine priests, seven male religious, eight fe-
male religious and eleven lay people.

There are two parishes named for the Martyrs in Powiercie in Koto
County, Poland and in Malbork, Poland.

Ludwik Pius Bartosik and Jan Antonin Bajewski were the closest col-
laborators of St. Maximilian Kolbe, also killed by the Nazis.

These brave men and women were killed at Dachau, Stutthof, Ausch-
witz, Dzialdowo, Sachsenhausen, Bielsk Podlaski, Rosica, Belarus,
Piasnica, Pomerania, Mauthausen, Sachsenhausen, Warsaw,
Plonkowo, Berezwecz, Majdanek, Hartheim, Berezwecz, Gross-Rosen,
Gusen, Dresden, Piasnica, Pomerania, Gora Pietrelewicka, Dzialdow,
Kalisz prison and Ravensbrick.

Some were shot by the Gestapo, while others were burned, gassed,
starved or guillotined.
